H 
uman rights are fragile and can 

easily be lost.  The Universal 

Declaration of Human Rights, 

agreed in 1948, seemed to pave the 

way for a future where states treated 

their citizens with respect.  

It has not worked out that way, and    

today millions live in countries where 

they are under threat of arbitrary         

detention, unfair trials, torture or just   

being ‘disappeared’.   

Around the world, minorities suffer     

persecution and cruel treatment.        

Approximately one million Uyghurs in 

China for example, experience prison 

like confinement ostensibly to be                

‘re-educated’.  

In Burma, the Rohingya are persecuted 

and their villages attacked and burned.  

Tens of thousands have been forced to 

flee the country.
